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Jord

Den franske filosof Bruno Latour er optaget af, at vi udvider vor forstaelse af
begrebet kritisk zone, sa det ikke kun henviser til klodens yderste hinde, men ogsa
omfatter den beboelige dimension af laget mellem atmosfaeren og grundvandet, hvor
luft, vand, sten og jord interagerer. Den permeable kritiske zone ligger mellem to
energikilder: P4 indersiden klodens egen energimaskine, der skaber nyt materiale
vha. vulkaner og pladetektonik. Pa ydersiden solen, der aktiverer vandkredslgbet.
For Latour er det essentielt, at vi gor op med billedet af den bla planet, som vi kender
fra det ikoniske fotografi The Blue Marble, taget fra Apollo 17 i 1972 pa en afstand af
29.000 km fra jordens overflade. I stedet for at betragte planeten ude fra rummet, er
det ngdvendigt, at vi ser os selv som en del af jorden, indlejrede i jordlagene, for at vi
kan tage ansvar for vore handlinger i den kritiske zone. Vi skal lande pd jorden, skriver
Latour i sin bog "Ned pa jorden” (2018), og blive jordlinge i arbejdet for den kollektive
reorientering som er ngdvendig for at ni til et nyt globalt klimaregime. Begreberne
verden og jorden er i dag fysisk og geopolitisk forskelligartede. Verden klinger af
World Wide Web og kobler sig til modernitetens globale horisont, mens jorden er
hverdagsagtig og brun. Vi har brug for andre repraesentationer, retoriske figurer og for
nye fortzellinger om jord, som kan fa os til at zendre adfeerd.

Dette temanummer af Landskab handler om jord. Jord som ressource og
dyrkningsmedie, som territorie og terrzen, som kulturarv og fundament. Lzes bl.a.
om, hvordan Arkitema har erstattet jord med knust glas, og tankerne om baeredygtig
jordhandtering, der ligger bag udviklingen af Lynetteholm. Se, hvordan islandske Sei,
Landmoétun og Argos’ nye udsigtsplatform kommer til at se ud: Pa Bolafjall vil man
std ansigt til ansigt med de stratigrafiske lag og maerke den geologiske tid. Lees om
amerikanske Akiokis arbejder i Detroit og om, hvad kampen for ejerskabet til jorden
har betydet for feellesskabet. Jord forstiaet som terreen er en del af PET’s vejledning
om fysisk sikring i det offentlige rum, se et udvalg af lgsningerne fra kataloget. Eva
Sara Kehlet Rasmussen giver os et rids af jordhistorien og opfordrer til at indteenke
materialestrommene pa strategisk plan, mens Juul | Frost viser, hvordan de har skabt
merveerdi med overskudsjord pa Flyvestation Veerlgse. DL’s udvalg for cirkulser
gkonomi applikerer de fire principper for ressourceansvarlig brug pa jord. Margrethe
Holmberg og Tine Gils er nede i stoffet, nar de interviewer eksperter om deres syn pa
beerelag, grusbede og blandinger m.m. og reflekterer over, hvordan det landskabelige
udtryk, eestetikken, pavirkes, nar vi udfordrer jorden - og os selv.
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The French philosopher Bruno Latour encourages us to expand our understanding
of the concept of the Critical Zone beyond the outer membrane of the planet to include
the inhabitable dimension of the environment in between the atmosphere and the
groundwater, where air, water, rock and soil interact. This permeable Critical Zone
is situated in between two energy sources: inside, the planet’s own energy generator,
which produces new material via volcanoes and plate tectonics; outside, the sun,
which drives the water cycle. Latour sees it as essential that we move past the image
of the blue planet as we know it from the iconic photograph The Blue Marble, taken
from Apollo 17 in 1972 at a distance of 29,000 km from the earth’s surface. Instead of
viewing the planet from space, we need to see ourselves as part of the earth, embedded
in the strata, to be able to take responsibility for our actions within the Critical Zone.
We need to land on earth, Latour argues in his book Down to Earth (2018) and become
earthlings in order to effect the collective reorientation needed to build a new global
climate approach. Today, the concepts of ‘world” and ‘earth’ have different physical
and geopolitical connotations. World smacks of World Wide Web and is linked to the
global horizon of modernity, while earth has an everyday, brown feel. We need different
representations, rhetorical figures and stories about earth and soil to drive a change in
behaviour.

This theme issue of Landskab is about earth as both soil and land. As a resource
and a growth medium, as territory and terrain, as cultural heritage and foundation.

In this issue you can read about Arkitema’s use of broken glass in lieu of soil and
about sustainable soil handling in the development of the new Copenhagen district

of Lynetteholm. See Icelandic Sei, Landmétun and Argos’s new viewing platform: on
Bolafjall mountain, visitors come face to face with the stratigraphic layers as geological
time becomes palpable. Read about American Akioki’s work in Detroit and about
what the struggle for land ownership has meant for the community. Land as terrain
is addressed in the Danish Security and Intelligence Service’s guidelines for physical
security measures in the public space - see a selection of solutions from the Service’s
catalogue. Eva Sara Kehlet Rasmussen offers an outline of soil history and encourages
us to consider the material flows at a strategic level, while Juul | Frost describes how
the firm has created added value using excess soil at the Danish air base Flyvestation
Verlgse. The committee for circular economy in the Association of Danish Landscape
Architects applies the four principles of responsible resource use to soil. Margrethe
Holmberg and Tine Gils go deep as they interview experts about base courses, gravel
beds, gravel mixes and more and reflect on how the aesthetic landscape expression is
affected when we challenge land and soil - and ourselves.
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
