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Mod og nye tilgange

Arets forste nummer af Landskab
giver mulighed for at fordybe sig i aktuel
forskning og undervisning pa Arkitekt-
skolen Aarhus og dykke ned i et udvalg af
2025-afgangsprojekter fra de landskabs-
arkitektstuderende pa Kgbenhavns
Universitet.

"Kommende landskaber er noget, vi
alle er en del af - og de kommer uanset
hvad. Forskellen er, hvordan de kommer,
og hvad de indeholder”, minder Katrina
Wiberg, leder af Center for Kommende
Landskaber pa Arkitektskolen Aarhus,
os om. Laes om centerets oftest stedsspe-
cifikke og lokalt forankrede forsknings-
projekter, som fx undersggelsen af danske
kystbyer, der blotleegger, at naturens
processer og dynamikker ikke er en inte-
greret del af storstedelen af byudvikling
og bygningstypologier. Kun alt for lang-
somt endrer vores verdensopfattelse sig:
ifolge De Pkonomiske Rads beregninger
blev der i perioden 2009-21 bygget flere
nye boliger i fremtidige risikoomrader i
forhold til ikke-risikoomrader.

For forste gang praesenteres Havekul-
turfondens nyindstiftede Vaekstpris, der
hylder nyuddannede landskabsarkitekter,
som med faglig styrke, kreativitet og mod
bidrager til at udvikle de kommende land-
skaber.

Den fgrste modtager er landskabs-
arkitekt Maja Styve, hvis afgangsprojekt
om klimaarvsfremtider pA Mandg, var
udstillet i efterdret sammen med andre
KU-landskabsarkitektstuderendes projek-

ter. I fondens motivation for tildelingen

af prisen beskrives Maja Styves afgangs-
projekt som "landskabsarkitektur, der tor
dveele ved det langsomme, det uafsluttede
og det foranderlige”, samtidig med, at det
er politisk engagerende og argumenterer
for en processuel og demokratisk tilgang
til klimatilpasning.

Generelt zoomer de afgangsstuderende
uforfeerdede og entusiastiske ud og pata-
ger sig at udfordre de konventionelle pro-
duktionsformer og landskabsstrukturer.
De introducerer nye landskabstypologier
og gamle praksisser i gradvist omlagte
fjordlandskaber. Giver natur og vand for-
steprioritet og omdanner lavbundsjorde
til deres oprindelige naturtyper. Eksperi-
menterer med spekulative narrativer og
medier som katalysator for samtaler om
klimaarv - for store landskabstransforma-
tioner kreever nye tilgange, nar forandring
i sig selv er et grundvilkar. Og det ved de
kommende landskabsarkitekter - det har
dygtige og engagerede undervisere og
forskere uddannet og udviklet dem til gen-
nem fem ars studier. S i stedet for at for-
ringe uddannelser og beskare budgetter
pa Kebenhavns Universitet, bgr vi netop
nu investere endnu mere massivt i frem-
tidens landskabsarkitekter. Alt andet er
hovedlgst. For de kommende landskaber
kommer jo og skal mgdes af de steerkest
mulige arkitektoniske kompetencer og
kunstneriske visioner.

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Courage and new
approaches

This year’s first issue of Landskab looks
at current research and education at the
Aarhus School of Architecture and delves
into some of the graduation projects from
the landscape architecture programme at
the University of Copenhagen from 2025.

‘Future landscapes are something we
are all a part of - and they are coming, no
matter what. The difference is how they
come and what they will contain,” Katrina
Wiberg - head of the Centre for Emerging
Landscapes at the Aarhus School of
Architecture - reminds us. Read about the
centre’s mainly site-specific and locally
based research projects, such as the study
of Danish coastal cities, which found that
nature’s processes and dynamics are
not an integrated aspect of most urban
developments or building typologies.

Our worldview is changing much too
slowly: according to the Danish Economic
Councils, from 2009 to 2021, a majority of
new homes are built in future flood-prone
areas.

Havekulturfonden (the Horticultural
Foundation) presented its newly
established Growth Prize, which
celebrates newly qualified landscape
architects whose professional expertise,
creativity and courage help develop future
landscapes.

The first recipient of the prize is
landscape architect Maja Styve, whose
graduation project on climate heritage
futures for Mandg was exhibited
this autumn at the University of
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Copenhagen. In its motivation for the
prize, the foundation describes Maja
Styve’s graduation project as ‘landscape
architecture that dares to dwell on the
slow, the unfinished and the variable’
while also being politically engaging
and making the case for a processual
and democratic approach to climate
adaptation.

Generally, the graduation students
take an undaunted and enthusiastic
outlook, embracing the responsibility
of challenging conventional production
methods and landscape structures. They
introduce new landscape typologies and
old practices in gradually transforming
coastal landscapes. They prioritize nature
and water and restore low-lying areas
to their original nature types. And they
experiment with speculative narratives
and media as catalysts of conversations
of climate heritage - because major
landscape transformations call for new
approaches when change itself is a basic
condition. The future landscape architects
have this awareness - developed through
five years of learning from knowledgeable
and dedicated educators and researchers.
Thus, instead of lowering the standards
of education and cutting budgets at the
University of Copenhagen, we should be
investing even more in future landscape
architects. Anything else would be
mindless. The future landscapes are
coming and must be met by strong
architectural expertise and artistic vision.
