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I feellesskab

"Polykrisen repraesenterer (...) bade
den stgrste udfordring og mulighed, vores
fag nogensinde har staet med”, skriver
initiativtagerne til netvaerket Nye linjer
i landskabet. Det blev etableret under
Danske Landskabsarkitekter og Keben-
havns Universitet i 2025 for at
fremme landskabsbranchens grgnne
omstilling pa et videns- og forsknings-
grundlag. Indholdet af dette temanummer
er enten initieret eller skabt af netvaerkets
medlemmer, og afspejler diskussioner og
nye tendenser, der optager landskabs-
arkitekter netop nu.

Netveerkets redaktion har bl.a. spurgt
en nyuddannet landskabsarkitekt og en
hgjt meriteret fagprofil om, hvad de anser
som seerlig vigtigt.

For nyuddannede Solveig Omestad er
det centralt at fa landskabsarkitekter til at
samle og formidle erfaringer fra praksis til
nye perspektiver - for landskabsarkitekter
er forteellere: "Som landskabsarkitekter
har vi en stemme i debatten og mulighed
for at bryde med eksisterende narrativer
og skabe nye fortellinger om landskabet.”
Omestad er interesseret i, at vi genteenker
det dyrkede land, sa produktion, natur og
kultur udvikles i samspil.

Professor i landskabsarkitektur
Ellen Braae reflekterer over landskabs-
arkitektprofessionens mulighedsrum som
‘gammelt’ fagomrade i en ny virkelighed og
opfordrer til, at vi som landskabsarkitekter
genbesgger vores grundlag og veerdier:
"Det er det landskabsarkitektoniske blik,

som har gje for de rumlige, sstetiske og
stedsspecifikke kvaliteter, og hvordan de
udvikler sig over tid. Det er gennem den
rumlige aestetiske dimension, vi ’taler’
med hinanden. Det er her de kulturelle
overtoner raesonnerer, og den felles
forstéelse etableres.”

"Netveerket er abent, arbejdsindsatsen
frivillig og baseret alene pa en fzelles
dagsorden”, l¢d det, da Nye linjer i
landskabet blev sgsat. Den samme
and praeger de mange andre faglige
feellesskaber, der samler professionelle,
men ogsé dedikerede laegfolk:
Havehistorisk Selskab, som siden 1970 har
fremmet kendskabet til historiske haver
og havebrug; Marienlyst Slots Venner,
dannet i 2012, som engageret arbejder
for at genskabe slottes haver, og Brandts
Haves Venner, foreningen der siden
2006 har drevet haven pa @rnekulsvej. I
Hejremarken i Humlebzek bygger, luger,
sar, synger og snakker unge sammen, for
den nystartede jordbrugsforening findes
for at give unge i landbrugssektoren et
feellesskab og en stemme.

Nar vi bakker op om eller engagerer
os i faglige faellesskaber, netveerker og
foreninger, styrker vi samhgrigheden og
skaber forbindelser, der aldrig har veeret
vigtigere end nu.

‘The polycrisis simultaneously
represents (...) the biggest challenge and
the biggest opportunity that our profession
has ever faced,” write the initiators of the
network Nye linjer i landskabet (New Lines
in the Landscape). It was established in
2025 in affiliation with the Association
of Danish Landscape Architects and the
University of Copenhagen to promote
the green transition in the profession in
a way that is based on knowledge and
research. The contents of this issue were
either initiated or created by members of
the network and reflect discussions and
new developments that concern landscape
architects right now.

Among other stories, the guest
editors asked a recent landscape
architecture graduate and an esteemed
and experienced professional what they
consider the most pressing issues.

Solveig Omestad, a recent graduate,
would like to see landscape architects
gather and share experiences, from
practice to new perspectives, because
landscape architects are storytellers: ‘As
landscape architects, we have a voice
in the public debate and a chance to
break with existing narratives and tell
new stories about landscapes.” Omestad
wants us to rethink farmland, to enable
production, nature and culture to develop
in mutual interaction.

Professor of Landscape Architecture
Ellen Braae reflects on the profession’s
space of possibilities as an ‘old’ field in a
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new reality and encourages us to revisit
our foundation and values: ‘It is about

the landscape architect’s eye, open and
receptive to the spatial, aesthetic and site-
specific qualities and their development
over time. We “speak” to each other
through the spatial aesthetic dimension.
This is where the cultural overtones find
their resonance and where we shape our
common understanding.’

‘The network is open. The work is
voluntary and based solely on a common
agenda, was the message when Nye linjer
i landskabet was launched. A similar spirit
characterises the many other communities
for professionals and dedicated laypeople:
Havehistorisk Selskab (Historical Garden
Society), which has been promoting
knowledge of historical gardens and
horticulture since 1970; Marienlyst Slots
Venner (Friends of Marienlyst Palace),
formed in 2012, which works to restore
the palace’s gardens; and Brandts Haves
Venner (Friends of Brandt’s Garden),
which since 2006 has managed the
garden on @rnekulsvej. Hejremarken in
Humlebzk is a new association that aims
to give young farmers a community and
a voice by providing a place for them to
build, weed, sing and talk.

When we support or take part in
groups, networks and associations related
to our shared profession, we promote
community-building and form new
connections - which has never been more
essential than it is today.
